· Applicants must provide a post-conference report to FIHRM and demonstrate how they will use the knowledge gained at the conference back in the museum or institution that they work for.

The deadline for applying is 30 June 2012. Submissions received after this date may not be considered.

Selection process

Applications will be evaluated by the FIHRM Selection Committee and applicants will be informed of the committee’s decision by 10 July. Within 10 days of notification of approval of a bursary, applicants must confirm their acceptance. (no later than 20 July 2012)

· Bursary recipients are expected to cover expenses for the visa and any insurance required.

· In the case that you are no longer able to accept the bursary, you must notify FIHRM at least 15 days before the start of the conference.

· Bursary recipients are required to complete a bursary report of no more than 500 words within 30 days of the end of the conference.

FULL BURSARY ONLY
· FIHRM will pay for one economy return flight from your country of origin to the UK.  

· FIHRM will arrange transfer to Liverpool from your airport of arrival in the UK.

· Travel dates must take place no more than 15 days prior to or after the conference.  If you require alternative or additional travel arrangements, FIHRM will only fund the equivalent cost of an economy flight from your country of origin to the UK. Any additional travel requirements must be made by the applicants themselves.

· Hotel bookings for the duration of the conference will be made by FIHRM.

· Subsistence for the duration of the conference will be handed to you on the first day of the conference (10 October 2011).
